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Use to create a new macro (predefined text), or
modify an existing one. The macro is identified
through a vocal “key” word. The key word should
be different than words normally used in this
context. It is a good idea to include a prefix or
number in your key to make it unique (e.g. ,
etc.) To insert (create) a new macro: in the
Dictation macro editor window select

from the Edit Menu. Add a “key” word (which is
used to recall and add the predefined text to a
report), to the case-sensitive name field. Add a
description of the macro and the predefined text
into the Macro text field and save. To select and
modify an existing macro double click the key word
identifier.

If you want to insert a new template choose the
menu from the Dictation Macro Editor window and
select . For further information
about the macro and template creation, please
read the user guide.

Used to update the language model of a user
during report dictation. Once launched, Check Text
identifies words in the current report that are not in
the vocabulary. Select the words you wish to insert
in the vocabulary and add pronunciation if required.
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Selecting the PhoneidoS-DI Utility icon from your desktop
will launch the application.
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Using the speaker adaptation function it is possible to
enhance a selected vocal profile. Select an available test
from the list and read in a clear voice the series of phrases.
The exercise will last about 10 mins; the computer will then
update the vocal profile (about 5 mins).
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All saved dictated reports are stored in a specific individual
user directory.

Using this dictionary adaptation procedure, the user can
update their personal profile with new vocabulary selecting
only the correct entries.

U The system automatically carries out at regular intervals

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A copy of an individual vocal profile or of all vocal profiles
can be made. Backup files can either be saved on floppy,
CD or a specified directory.

The window can be closed either by dictating one
of the keywords that identifies the predefined text
or dictating the command close.
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It is possible to create a new macro with voice
commands in PhoneidoS-DI, by selecting the
dictated text and dictating the vocal command
aCreate macro®. Alternatively you can click the
right mouse button and select 2Create macro®. You
should then insert the keyword, description and
pronunciation.
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Cancels current dictated report.
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Highlights text from most recent word dictated to
the last full stop. The highlighted sentence can be
substituted for a new dictated sentence or deleted
using the voice command 3delete® Repeat the
command to highlight further sentences.
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Allows the highlighting of a specific word/phrase in
the text, which can then be substituted for another
word/phrase or deleted using the voice command
adelete®.
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Use this command after you have selected one or
more words from the text for correction. A window
will appear with a list of alternatives that can be
inserted directly into the report using a vocal
command or by selection the word with the mouse.
